We service a broad geographic area, which makes it challenging to 
provide coverage throughout the entire district,” said Library Director 
Babette Wofter. 

“Our bookmobile will continue to serve community spots and the 
schools, but the 24/7 Broad location will assure that we have a 
permanent location for this heavily populated and growing area.”
